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Please watch the webinar presentation; it is very thorough and explains the fellowship program. Below are just a few questions from the webinar.


1. What is the ISMRM-Gates Foundation Fellowship?
This fellowship aims to support knowledge exchange between institutions, enhancing MRI expertise in low- and middle-income countries (LMICs).

2. Does my host need to be an ISMRM member?
Yes, your host must have an ISMRM membership to participate.

3. Can the fellowship focus on research rather than clinical skills?
Absolutely! Both clinical and research exchanges are supported, including the development of new tools. 

4. How long will the exchange last?
The length of the exchange can vary, ranging from a week to a few weeks, depending on the host and fellow's arrangement.

5. Is the travel grant enough to cover airfare and costs?
While the grant is intended to cover travel, applicants are encouraged to manage costs carefully and may allocate portions of other grants as needed.

6. Can I apply as part of a team?
Yes, teams can apply, but funding will be distributed accordingly. The fellowship typically supports one individual; however, applications will be reviewed for flexibility.

7. What happens if my host cannot participate?
It is recommended to understand why the host cannot participate. If necessary, you may need to find another institution willing to host the exchange.

8. Can I undertake the exchange at a non-clinical research center?
Yes, non-clinical roles such as university lecturers are eligible to undertake research-based exchanges.

9. Will we receive a certificate upon completing the fellowship?
ISMRM or the host institution can provide upon completion and reporting of experience.

10. Can my partner come from a different professional background?
Yes, partners from different professions are welcome, as MRI is inherently interdisciplinary. For example, a physicist may partner up with a radiographer, or a radiologist may work with a radiographer. 

11. Can I modify my host institution after submitting the application?
Yes, as long as changes are made before the application deadline of 25 November 2024.

12. Can we submit more than one application?
It’s possible to submit multiple applications, though it’s advised to focus on one strong proposal.

13. When is the deadline to submit the application?
25 November 2024.

14. When will I hear if my application has been accepted?
All notifications will be emailed by 30 January 2025.

15. Is this open to radiographers, radiologists, physicists, engineers?
Yes, as long as you are a member of ISMRM or ISMRT.

16. When does the fellowship need to take place?
Ideally, starting May 2025 and completed by September/October 2025.

17. When is the best time to do the fellowship?
Most hosts may have better timing during the summer months, but you should coordinate and develop the best timing that works for you both.

18. How can I find the right host partner for me?
If you are an ISMRM or ISMRT member, you can log in and search the membership database. It is up to you to research and find the right partner.
